For the past 30 years Grant Simpson has been a full-time pianist, musician and entertainer, giving performances on concert stages, music festivals, jazz festivals, lobby-lounges and private performances. He has toured from San Juan, Puerto Rico to Sitka, Alaska, from Seoul, Korea to Brooks, Alberta, from Nanjing, China to La Ronge, Saskatchewan and the list goes on.

In his youth he cut his teeth playing solo piano in the lounges and hotel lobbies around the West Coast of Canada where he began building his repertoire of hundreds of songs of early jazz standards, pop songs and classic piano solos.  

His style is jazz-rooted and he knows how to play a room, sprinkled with vocals of the jazz era when required and performing with a theatrical flair when needed.  Throughout the past 30 years, Grant has appeared on the stage of the World Famous Frantic Follies Vaudeville Revue in the Yukon as a pianist, actor, comedian and multi-instrumental performer.  

In 2004 Grant released a solo piano CD which was acclaimed by print and media publications around the world and lead to several live radio performances including a two- hour long feature on Jurgen Gothe's CBC National radio program where his CD remains a regular on Jurgen's playlist.

Grant also recorded a band CD and is currently working on a CD of his own compositions which will be released sometime in the in near future.
